Eligibility
6.1 
(a) In accordance with CIDB Act 2008, Consultants currently operating in the construction sector have the statutory obligation to be registered with the Construction Industry Development Board (CIDB) accordingly.

(b) Subject to paragraph (e), Foreign consultants as defined in the CIDB Act will have to apply for and obtain a Provisional Registration prior to submitting proposals for this project. If the contract is awarded to a foreign consultant the latter shall have to apply for and obtain a Temporary Registration before starting the project.

Deciding Award of Contract
Qualification and experience of the consultants shall be considered as the paramount requirement. The proposals will be evaluated on the basis of a maximum of 70 marks for Technical Proposals and 30 marks for financial proposals. Proposals from consultants should score at least 50 marks for the Technical Proposals to be retained for further consideration.
Only those consultants scoring a total of 70 marks on the overall assessment shall be considered for the assignment. Negotiations will start with the Consultant scoring the highest marks and if negotiation is not successful, negotiation will start with the next best ranked Consultant and so on until an agreement is reached. Should you be contacted for negotiations, you must be prepared to furnish the detailed cost break-down and other clarifications to the proposals submitted by you, as may be required to adjudge the reasonableness of your price proposals.

TERMS OF REFERENCE

Part 1. Introduction
Mauritius pledged under the 2015 Paris Agreement on climate change to reduce its CHG emissions by 30% by 2030. Furthermore, the Government of Mauritius has set itself an ambition target to increase the share of Renewable Energy to 60% by year 2030. To fulfil this commitment, one of the strategic measures which is currently being undertaken in the energy sector is to reduce dependency on fossil fuel and at the same time to increase the share of Renewable Energy in the energy mix. Various organisations in the electricity sector will assume different roles in this process.

The Ministry of Energy and Public Utilities (MEPU) is the policy maker and responsible for the planning to ensure sustainable electricity supply in the Island of Mauritius. The Central Electricity Board (CEB) is a vertically integrated state-owned entity Established in 1952 and empowered by the Central Electricity Board Act of 25 January 1964, the CEB’s business is to ‘prepare and carry out development schemes with the general object of promoting, coordinating and improving the generation, transmission, distribution and sale of electricity’ in the Republic of Mauritius. Mauritius Renewable Energy Agency (MARENA) performs a coordination and investment promotion function specifically for renewable energy. The (Energy Efficiency and Management Office (EEMO) promotes awareness on the efficient use of energy nationwide. The CEB, EEMO and MARENA are parastatal organisations involved in the electricity business who operate directly under the aegis of the MEPU.

The URA (Utility Regulatory Authority) was set up by the Government of Mauritius under the URA Act 2004 to regulate the electricity sector. The key objectives of the URA are: electricity tariff regulation, licensing of operators, monitoring of power quality and monitoring reliability of power supply and promoting and safeguarding the interests of utility customers

In line with the government policy to increase Renewable Energy share in the electricity mix of Mauritius, currently the Government of Mauritius is proceeding with several reform in the electricity sector. A new legislation, the Electricity Act 2005 which is yet to be proclaimed will be the guiding legal tool to govern reforms in the regulation of the electricity sector. Other supporting tools namely the Electricity Regulations, National Electricity Grid Code and a Tariff Guideline & Methodology were developed to support the implementation of the Electricity Act 2005. The National Electricity Grid Code prescribes technical requirements for each category of licensee including those dealing in Renewable Energy or Distributed Generation while the Tariff Guideline & Methodology provides the basis for setting tariffs that will ensure cost recovery of economic and efficient costs and financial viability of the licensee to support provision of premium service quality to consumers aligned with the policy of incorporating renewable energies into the national energy mix.

Part 2. Background to the Assignment
The Government of Mauritius secured funding through the Global Environment Facility (GEF) to implement Nationally Appropriate Mitigation Actions (NAMA) which are instruments developed for the protection of environment in Mauritius. 

The United Nation Environment Program (UNEP) is the GEF implementation agency responsible for the project oversight while the Ministry of Environment, Solid Waste Management and Climate Change is the GEF executive agency.

The Ministry of Environment, Solid Waste Management and Climate Change will thus coordinate and lead the implementation of the project in close collaboration with the Ministry of Energy and Public Utilities, Central Electricity Board, Mauritius Renewable Energy Agency, Utility Regulation Authority and Statistic Mauritius. 

An Agreement was entered between the Ministry of Environment and URA for the purposes of the implementation of the activities by URA under Component 2 of the NAMA Project whose main objectives are twofold. 

1. To ensure that the URA effectively contribute to the review and enhancement of the legal and regulatory framework of the energy sector, so that private sector participation is promoted in line with Government policies.

2. To ensure that the URA can effectively monitor the Renewable Energy project approval process whilst at the same time ensuring the integrity and stability of the national grid whenever access to the national grid granted to a third party. 
The following activities will be carried out under the component 2 of the NAMA Project:

Activity No.1 – Drafting of Renewable Energy Metering Regulations

Net Metering Regulations would be drafted to support the Electricity Act 2005 (as amended). The regulations would be the legal tool which shall ensure that all electricity operators owning Renewable Energy generation system be fairly compensated for the energy they produce. It shall ensure that all operators concerned with Renewable Energy are governed by standard, transparent, objective and fair practices which shall increase confidence and stimulate private investment in Renewable Energy Project. While the regulations will be developed in line with the current practice in the market, they will also have level of flexibility to encompass all possible scenarios relating to metering rules.
Activity No.2 – Drafting of Tariff Regulations

Tariff Regulations would be drafted to support the Electricity Act 2005 (as amended). The regulations would be the legal tool which shall ensure that all licensees and other stakeholders concerned with electricity tariff are abiding and adopting the tariff methodology in place when setting or filling tariffs. The Utility Regulatory Authority shall enforce its tariff regulatory functions through the Tariff Regulations.

Activity No.3 – Development of an Excel Based Tool for Tariff Calculations

The excel based tool for tariff calculation shall ensure that all tariff calculations follow a standard approach, are user friendly and practical. One key feature of the tool would be the possibility to conduct sensitivity analysis with regards to the calculation of renewable energy cost and its impacts on electricity price. This tool is anticipated to enhance the URA’s role in the regulation of tariffs, particularly in determining the tariffs filed by the utility (CEB) which shall include procurement costs from the renewable energy options.

Activity No.4 - Development of Online Dashboard for Monitoring of Key Performance Indicator (KPI)

The online KPI dashboard would be a web-based platform where all licensees shall on a regular basis report their performance on the agreed set Key Performance Indicators (KPIs). The KPIs dashboard shall facilitate the collection, computation and dissemination of KPIs grouped into areas covering the financial, technical, economic and commercial aspects of the Utility Business. KPIs analysis shall provide insights to the Utility Regulatory Authority and help for future improvement in the Renewable Energy sector. This tool shall be value-adding and will be built on the strength of the existing KPI framework.
Part 3. Scope of the Project
The scope of this project covers requirements for Activity No.1 - Drafting of Renewable Energy Metering Regulations, Activity No.2 - Drafting of Tariff Regulations and Activity No.3 - Development of an Excel Based Tool for Tariff Calculations as stated in Part 1.  Activity No:4 as stated in Part 1 is not within the scope this assignment. 
Part 4. Project Objectives, Deliverables and Scope of Works for Activity No.1 - Development of Renewable Energy Metering Regulations
4.1 Objectives 

The Renewable Energy Metering Regulations will be the legal tool which will be applied to ensure that all electricity operators owning Renewable Energy generation system are fairly compensated for the energy they produce. And will further ensure that all operators concerned with Renewable Energy are governed by standard, transparent, objective and fair practices which shall increase confidence and stimulate private investment in Renewable Energy Project.

4.2 Scope of Works
 The main deliverable of this project shall be a set of Net Metering or Net Billing regulations delivered to the client (URA) in the form of a document in a suitable and acceptable format complying to Mauritian legal system.

4.3 Deliverables
The following is a list of non-exhaustive requirements which the consultant is deemed to satisfy for a complete delivery Activity No.1:

a) Understanding of the Mauritian Legal system for the purpose of drafting regulations;
b) Understanding of the Mauritian Electricity and Energy market and environment;
c) Understanding the roles of relevant institutions engaged in the electricity sector;
d) Reviewing and analysis of existing acts, regulation, codes, policy documents, framework and methodology; 

e) Assessment of existing Net Metering and Net Billing schemes already operational in the market;
f) Organising stakeholder consultation meeting;
g) Submission of draft copy of the Net Metering/Net Billing regulation for reviews and comments;
h) Submission of Final Draft of the after the reviewing exercise;
i) Submission of signed Validation Report/Certificate; and
j) Provision for training or a debriefing session is expected for minimum 10 participants.
In order to carry out successfully this consultancy services, the Consultant should Provide key experts with proven experience in similar exercises to ensure effective execution of required tasks; and timely submission of deliverables.

All administrative procedures required to make the approved draft operational in the Mauritian legal system will be the client (URA) responsibility. The Client shall be the sole party to hold all propriety rights on all the deliverables.
Part 5. Project Objectives, Deliverables and Scope of Works for Activity No.2 - Drafting of Tariff Regulations
5.1 Objectives 

The URA Act empowers the URA Board, to issue Regulations after consultation with the Minister which further elaborate and support the implementation of the relevant Acts.  Tariff Regulations will serve to guide the development and give effect to Electricity Tariff Guidelines and Methodology to be adopted for implementation in the tariff setting process in Mauritius.

Part IV of the Electricity Act 2005 provides a basis for the establishment of Tariff Regulations. The regulatory principles laid out in a Tariff Regulation will serve as a basis for the Authority to elaborate the specific tariff methodologies and guidelines for each licensable electricity sector. The tariff guidelines define the detailed aspects of the tariff setting process covering specific formulas and where required, sources of information based on the general principles as provided for in the Electricity Act which should cover, but not limited to, the following key aspects:

a) the regulation model (e.g., Price cap, Revenue cap);

b) regulatory lag;

c) tariff principles;

d) revenue requirements determination by business unit;

e) tariff design and subsidies;

f) automatic tariff adjustment mechanism;

g) tariff review process;

h) definition of the efficiency or productivity factor where applicable; and

i) the method of remuneration of assets and operating and maintenance expenses.
It is expected that the Tariff Regulation will be key in ensuring that the tariff process is transparent and produces results and rates that are fair and efficient to both the consumers and the utility and should support recovery of the efficient costs required to supply the service within a set quality of service standards. And further that the resulting tariffs will ensure the financial viability of utilities within efficiency considerations, and that are reasonable for consumers. 
5.2 Scope of Works

The main deliverable on this assignment would be a set of Tariff regulations delivered to the client (URA) in the form of a document in a suitable and acceptable format complying to Mauritian legal system. 

The Consultant will be required to provide draft version of the deliverable for stakeholders to view and comment. Thereafter, the revised version of the draft deliverables, worked out by the Consultant, shall be submitted for the URA for final comments, before approval to issuing of the final versions.
5.3 Deliverables
The following is a list of non-exhaustive requirements which the consultant is deemed to satisfy for a complete delivery of Activity No.2:

a) Understanding of the Mauritian Legal system for the purpose of drafting regulations;

Part 6. Project Objectives, Deliverables and Scope of Works for Activity No:3 - Development of an Excel Based Tool for Tariff Calculations
6.1 Objectives 

The purpose for the excel based tool for tariff calculation is ensure that all tariff calculations follow a standard approach, are user friendly and practical and easy to implement. The other key feature of the tool is to have capability to conduct sensitivity analysis with regards to the calculation of renewable energy costs and its impacts on electricity price. 

The tool shall be developed in such a manner as to comply with the requirements of the Tariff regulations, Tariff Guidelines & Methodology, taking into consideration specific particularities pertaining to Tariff setting in the Mauritian context.

 In the execution of the assignment the consultant shall refer to and make use of available studies on tariffs, costs of supply, energy pricing and other related information. In particular, due consideration shall be given to the tariff and revenue requirements determination principles and platforms for generation tariff, transmission system tariff, distribution system tariff, system operation and single buyer tariffs, tariff design and subsidies and provision for automatic tariff adjustment mechanism tariff review process.

6.2 Scope of works
a) Reviewing and analysis of existing acts, regulation, codes, policy documents, framework and methodology for Tariff Setting;
b) Assessment of existing tariff computation tools already operational in the market;
c) Produce a draft version of the tariff calculating tool for stakeholders review and comment; and
d) Training URA, CEB, MARENA, EMO staffs and IPP Representatives (10 nos). The training to focused on how to operate and use the tool including the data input. Practical training session on the Excel-based tool should be provided.
 6.3 Deliverables 
The following is a list of non-exhaustive requirements which the consultant is deemed to satisfy for a complete delivery Activity No.3:
a) It is expected that the main deliverable of this assignment would be an automatic Tariff computation and calculation tool developed under Excel. The excel tool shall be developed and tailor made exclusively for use by the URA. Other deliverables will include;

b) Operation and Maintenance manual in hard and soft copies; 

c) Submission of testing & Commissioning report; 

d) Submission of Validation Report or Validation Certificate after User acceptance; and 

e) The Client shall be the sole party to hold all propriety rights on the deliverable.

ARTICLE I

SCOPE OF SERVICES

1.1
The services to be performed by the Consultant under this Contract (hereinafter called the "Services") are those described in the Terms of Reference attached hereto as Annex I to the present Contract.  The Terms of Reference shall form an integral part of this Contract.


ARTICLE II


COMMENCEMENT OF SERVICES AND DURATION OF CONTRACT
2.1
The Consultant shall commence the Services on [ date] upon signature of the present Contract, and shall carry out the Services in a manner most suited to the requirements of the Contract and in accordance with the schedules and time limits established under the Terms of Reference (annex I) or indicated by the [public Body].

ARTICLE III


DUTIES OF THE CONSULTANT

3.3 The Consultant shall perform the services to the satisfaction of the Public body in accordance with the Terms of Reference and at such intervals as the Public body may require.

The Consultant shall keep and maintain accurate and complete accounts in respect of expenditure incurred under the present Contract in such form and detail as shall be satisfactory to the [public body] for the purposes of making payment or settlement under the Contract, where applicable.

ARTICLE IV


PAYMENT FOR THE SERVICES

4.1 The [Public body] shall pay to the Consultant, in respect of the services, the various amounts specified in Annex II to this Contract (hereinafter referred to as the "Contract Amount").

4.2 The Contract Amounts shall be paid to the Consultant in accordance with the modalities specified in Annex II to the present Contract, which forms an integral part hereof.


ARTICLE V


CONFIDENTIALITY AND OWNERSHIP OF DOCUMENTS
5.1 All documents, statistics, reports, data and other information provided, created, obtained or made available to the Consultant in connection with or by virtue of the present Contract, shall be treated as confidential by the Consultant, and the Consultant shall not be entitled to use or make copies of them for any purpose that is not related to the present Contract.

5.2
The documents, statistics, reports and data under the preceding paragraph shall, upon the completion of Services or termination of this Contract, be promptly returned to the [Public body].

5.3
Any study, report or other material, graphic, software or otherwise, prepared by the Consultant for the Client under the Contract shall belong to and remain the property of the Client.  The Consultant may retain a copy of such documents and software. 

ARTICLE VI


ASSIGNMENT AND SUB-CONTRACTING

6.1
Except with the prior written consent of the [Public Body], the Consultant shall not:


(a)
in whole or in part, assign, transfer or otherwise dispose of, his/her rights or obligations under the present Contract;

(b) 
sub-contract, or otherwise transfer responsibility for, the whole or any part of the Services.

ARTICLE VII


LIABILITY OF THE CONSULTANT
7.1.1 The Consultant shall abide by, and take all measures necessary to enable him/her comply with all laws and regulations in force in any place where the Services are to be wholly or partially performed.

7.2
The Consultant shall be fully liable for the consequences of any error or omission on his/her part or for any damage caused by negligence on his/her part in carrying out the Services or performing his/her obligations under the present Contract.

ARTICLE VIII


FORCE MAJEURE

8.1
Neither party to the present Contract shall be responsible for any delay or failure to       perform the obligations under the Contract if the delay or failure is attributable to force majeure.

8.2
In the event of force majeure which delays performance of the whole or any part of the present Contract for more than sixty (60) days, either party shall have the right, by notice in writing to the other party, to terminate the Contract.
8.3
For purposes of this Article, an event of force majeure shall mean an unforeseen and unavoidable event beyond the reasonable control and contemplation of the party invoking the existence of such event, and which impacts directly on the discharge of the obligation under the Contract.
ARTICLE IX


TERMINATION OF CONTRACT

9.1
The [Public Body] may, upon giving not less than seven (7) days' notices in writing to the Consultant, terminate the present Contract for cause if the Consultant has failed to perform the Services or to comply with his/her other obligations under the Contract.

9.2
The [Public Body] may, at its option, terminate this Contract when it is in the interest of or for the convenience of the [Public Body] to do so, provided that the Consultant shall in that event be given a notice of not less than fifteen (15) days of such termination.

9.3
The Consultant may terminate the present Contract if the [Public Body] has, within a period of forty-five (45) days after the due date, failed to pay any amount due to him/her in respect of which no dispute has arisen.

9.4
The parties hereto may by mutual agreement terminate this Contract.

9.5
If the present Contract is terminated under this Article, the [Public Body]) shall be liable only for payment, in accordance with the payment provisions of the Contract, for the Services actually rendered prior to the effective date of termination, together with such other amounts incidental to the termination as may be reasonable in the circumstances.


ARTICLE X


DISPUTE SETTLEMENT
10.1 Any dispute arising out of or in connection with the present Contract shall, unless it is amicably settled, be decided upon by the [CEO of the Public Body] who shall transmit his decision in writing to both parties.

10.2 Any dispute between the Parties as to matters arising pursuant to this Contract which cannot be settled amicably within sixty (60) days after receipt by one Party of the other Party’s request for such amicable settlement, may be submitted by either Party for arbitration under the applicable law.


ARTICLE XI


MODIFICATION OR AMENDMENT
11.1
Except by mutual agreement in writing between the parties, no change, modification or amendment shall be made to the present Contract.

11.2
Notwithstanding the preceding paragraph, the Public body may at any time order or require changes in the scope of the Services.  If such changes add to or reduce the cost of the Services, the Contract Amount shall be adjusted accordingly.


ARTICLE XII


EFFECTIVE DATE
12.1
The present Contract shall enter into force on the date of its signature by both parties.

12.2
Unless terminated under Article VIII or IX above, the present Contract shall expire upon completion of the Services and the discharge of all obligations arising out of or under the Contract.


ARTICLE XIII
